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On returning to the US, he entered Auburn 
University completing an undergraduate 
degree in Psychology in 1975 and a Master’s 
of Science in 1976.  

Having finished his undergraduate and 
master’s degree, Tory continued his 
education to include two doctorate degrees. 
His first is a Doctorate of Philosophy (1985) 
in Behavioral Psychology, and his second is 
a Doctorate of Psychology (1986) in the 
clinical assessment and intervention of 
groups and individuals. 

Two doctoral degrees in individual and group 
behavior and dynamics, and his exposure to 
the great minds Robert Blake and Jane 
Mouton and their thinking on individual and 
organization behavior, mean he possesses a 
unique perspective with which to view the 
literature over the last 50 years on leadership 
and organization success.  

Growing up as a football player, flying 
helicopters in Vietnam and racing sports cars 
has resulted in the humility for Tory.  

Tory provides a realistic perspective on life 
and a capacity for relating to people at all 
levels with immediate credibility and 
sincerity. �
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On Monday, Nov. 9, Tory Herring will 
present SVRC’s Veterans Day program titled 
“Values Shared Across Generations.” He will 
discuss the values that make the generations 
similar rather than what divides them, as well 
as the value of direct critique, taking issues 
to the party rather than discussing the issue 
with others.  Critique is the topic of his 
upcoming book titled “Decoding the Brutus 
Dilemma.” 

As CEO of Leadership Partners for 15 years, 
Tory is actively engaged in the development 
of the firm’s profiling, coaching, and 
organization development products, and its 
publications on topics related to generational 
leadership, the factors underlying leadership 
and organization success, and the 
psychological variables that affect individual 
and organization dynamics and performance.  

To stay focused and humble, as well as to 
have fun, he is active in the Porsche club 
racing series where he is a consistent podium 
finisher and drove with a Pro-Racing team in 
the 2006 Daytona 24 Hours Race. 

He studied architecture and played football 
on scholarship at Georgia Tech before being 
drafted in  1969.  

In Vietnam, he flew with the 1st of the 9th 
Squadron of the 1st Air Cavalry Division, the 
unit featured in the movie Apocalypse Now. 
He was awarded Bronze Stars for Valor and 
Merit, 60 Air Medals, and the Soldiers Medal 
and was nominated for the Distinguished 
Flying Cross and Vietnamese Cross of 
Gallantry with Gold Palm.  
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On Monday, Nov. 2, Glenn Estess Sr. 
addressed SVRC. He was warmly 
introduced by Doral Atkins. Doral said, 
“Glenn has led by example in everything 
he has done.” 

Glenn said he had been honored to serve 
as a Past International President. He said 
that in his current role as Chair of The 
Rotary Foundation he is emphasizing 
literacy, clean water, and of course polio 
prevention.  

Glenn said that 6,000 people, mostly 
children, die daily from lack of access to 
clean water.  

Glenn said that Rotary’s goal set in 1986 
was the total elimination of polio by 
2005, Rotary’s centennial. While that 
goal has yet to be achieved, in 2009 
there have been only 528 cases mostly in 
Pakistan, Afghanistan, India and 
Nigeria. Remember the acronym PAIN. 

There are three forms of polio. Type “2” 
is the most difficult to combat, but 
eradication is close. 

Glenn showed a video from Pakistan 
sharing the story of one polio victim.  

He highlighted Bill and Melinda Gates 
“investment” of $335 million toward the 
eradication of polio.  

He also highlighted Rotary’s 
overarching goal to work toward 
worldwide peace. He pointed to Rotary’s 
seven Peace Centers with hundreds of 
graduates.  

“Whatever we do has an impact, either 
positive or negative. It is our goal to 
have a cumulative positive impact.”  

Glenn also spoke about our children and 
their recollections of us.  

In concluding, Glenn said, “I encourage 
you to support our Rotary Foundation 
every year.”  

“All of us have heroes. I respected 
Mother Theresa. She said, ‘I do what I 
can, where I can, with what I have.’”  
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On Wednesday, Oct. 28, Marie S. 
Ingalls was inducted into the Arch C. 
Klump Society. The induction took 
place at Rotary One in Evanston, Ill., 
and was attended by Bo Porter, Club 
Foundation Chair, and Peggy and Bob 
Faircloth. Peggy and Glenn Estess 
honored Marie with remarks on her life 
and humanitarian contributions at 
SVRC’s Nov. 2 meeting.  
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As another U.S. winter approaches, Rotarian 
Richard Sanford and his Pennsylvania-based 
nonprofit organization, Operation Warm, are 
gearing up to provide low-income children 
with the proper apparel to survive the bitter 
cold. 

In 1998, Sanford, a member of the Rotary 
Club of Longwood, read a local newspaper 
article about children suffering in cold 
weather while waiting for their school bus 
because they lacked winter coats.  

Angered but also inspired, he decided to take 
action, launching Operation Warm, which 
works with manufacturers to provide high-
quality unused coats to underprivileged 
children across the United States.  

Through funds donated by private and 
corporate partners, Operation Warm 
collaborates with manufacturers to develop 
sizes and styles for boys and girls, then 
distributes the coats to needy children.  

For the organization's first project in 1998, 
Sanford purchased 58 coats with his own 
money from a department store. He and 
members of his Rotary club distributed the 
coats to children in a low-income 
Philadelphia neighborhood. Since then, 
Operation Warm has provided more than 
500,000 new coats to children in 26 states.  

Rotary continues to play a crucial role in 
expanding the fundraising for and 
distribution of coats, says Sanford. About 60 
clubs in the United States have worked 
directly with Operation Warm, providing 
more than 25,000 new coats to children. �

Sanford says the organization has found 
many willing partners because people can 
relate to the children's plight.  

BIt’s our responsibility to help those who 
can't help themselves. Seeing the kids’ 
smiles and excitement when they put on 
their new coats is an incredible experience.”
