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On Monday, Sept. 21, Dr. Graham Boettcher, 
The William Cary Hulsey Curator of 
American Art at the Birmingham Museum of 
Art, will present a program titled “Life, 
L i b er t y ,  and  t h e  Pu rsu i t  o f 
Happiness: American Art from the Yale 
University Art Gallery.”  

From Oct. 4, until Jan. 10, the Birmingham 
Museum of Art will host Life, Liberty, and 
the Pursuit of Happiness: American Art from 
the Yale University Art Gallery.  

The exhibition offers an unprecedented 
opportunity to experience American history 
through more than 230 masterpieces from 
one of the finest and oldest collections of 
American art in the world.  

From the arrival of the first European settlers 
to the Gilded Age, this major exhibition tells 
America’s story through paintings, prints, 
drawings, photographs, furniture, silver, and 
ceramics from Yale University’s renowned 
collection.   

At the heart of the exhibition is a group of 
early American portraits and history 
paintings by John Trumbull, including the 
original version of the iconic The 
Declaration of Independence, July 4, 1776, 
which has graced the pages of nearly every 
American history textbook and the $2 bill.  
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Graham will provide an overview of this 
important exhibition and share some of the 
fascinating stories behind the works of art.  

Graham received his undergraduate and 
doctoral degrees from Yale University, 
where his dissertation focused on domestic 
violence in antebellum American art.  

Boettcher’s recent exhibitions include 
Framing a Nation: Portraits of the Founding 
Fathers from the Westervelt Warner Museum 
of American Art (2006), Pra�ské noci / 
Prague Nights: Czech Modern Art from the 
Hascoe Collection (2007), Sea Fever: 
American Art and the Aquatic Imagination 
(2007), Promise & Peril: Images of 
Westward Expansion from the Westervelt 
Warner Museum of American Art (2008), 
Into the Woods: American Art and the 
Natural Sublime (2008), and Body Image: 
American Art and the Human Form (2009). 

He has contributed to the exhibition 
catalogues American Sublime: Landscape 
Painting in the United States, 1820-1880 
(Tate Britain, 2002); Art and Emancipation 
in Jamaica: Isaac Mendes Belisario and His 
Worlds (Yale Center for British Art, 2007); 
and Life, Liberty and the Pursuit of 
Happiness: Art and the American Experience 
(Yale University Art Gallery, 2008). 
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Morgan Murphy spoke on his business 
venture Motorpool which began two years 
ago. Motorpool.com is designed to be a 
social network for collectors who have 
interest in automobiles.  

The typical collector is a male over the age 
of 35. There are 20 million car collectors in 
the United States today and 40 million 
worldwide. A combined $17 billion is spent 
each year by this group on their dream 
machines.  

Motorpool provides these collectors a way to 
collaborate on restorations, as well as road 
trips, through both public and private 
messaging. Future offerings will include the 
ability to purchase parts and to sell 
automobiles through a classified listing 
service. 

The website Motorpool.com operates 
similarly to Facebook and MySpace, with 
collectors identified by the brand of 
automobile in which they are interested, as 
well as year, make, model, geographic 
location, age and gender. 

To promote the business Morgan recently 
traveled across the U.S. in his restored ‘58 
Cadillac. The promotional tour took him to 
48 states over a 90-day period in which he 
visited 58 cities and logged 15,000 miles. 
Morgan had opportunity to meet and talk 
with over 5,000 car collectors on his trip.  

He maintained a blog on the experience 
which includes descriptions of the trip and 
colorful pictures of the Alabama Cadillac in 
many interesting spots throughout the 
country. The blog can be accessed through 
the Motorpool.com website.
